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Introduction to Grammar Review

particular attention to sentence structure and mechanics. Students will begin with an
overall review of basic grammar and move on to more advanced grammar. They will edit
passages to identify and correct errors, evaluate organization and word selection, and
produce an improved work. Our goal is to improve writing ability through a better
understanding of grammar.
