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Mathematics / Algebra

Course Description:

This course begins with a review of basic math skills and moves to introductory algebra
concepts. The level of ability of the students will determine the progress of the class
through algebra. The purpose of this course is to familiarize students with mathematical
symbols and operations and to consistently reinforce function and graphing concepts so
important in later mathematics courses. Students will gain a greater understanding of
mathematical concepts allowing them to solve a wide variety of related applications
featuring real data.

e Understanding and using elementary algebra concepts

e Solving linear equations

e Performing more advanced factoring

e Understanding rational expressions and radical expressions

e Performing operations on rational expressions and radical expressions
e Solving quadratic equations

e Using the rectangular coordinate system
